Larry Siever, M.D. Receives Award for Distinguished Achievement in the Field of Severe Personality Disorders from Borderline Personality Disorder Resource Center
NEW YORK (May 16, 2011) — Larry Siever, M.D. is being awarded the sixth annual Award for Distinguished Achievement in the Field of Severe Personality Disorders by the Borderline Personality Disorder (BPD) Resource Center at NewYork-Presbyterian Hospital- Westchester Division.

Dr. Siever is Professor of Psychiatry and Vice-Chair for VA Affairs at Mount Sinai School of Medicine in New York, New York.  He also serves as Executive Director of Mental Illness Research, Education and Clinical Center (MIRECC), and the Chief of the Psychiatry Program at the Bronx VA Medical Center in Bronx, New York. Dr. Siever has published over 400 peer-reviewed articles.  He earned his Bachelor of Arts degree from Harvard College and his M.D. from Stanford University School of Medicine.  He directs the Mood and Personality Disorders program at Mount Sinai, a federally funded research program which investigates the neurobiology of the schizophrenic spectrum personality disorders such as schizotypal personality disorder and impulsive/affectively unstable personality disorders, such as borderline personality disorder (BPD).  He is a member of the American College of Neuropsychopharmacology (ACNP) and Past President of the Society of Biologic Psychiatry, from which he received the A.E. Bennett Award for clinical research.
